Ludington’s Tim Quinn almost missed track season after a
chemistry lab explosion put glass shards in his chest. But he
went undefeated, capturing the national championship in
Chicago with a brilliant finishing sprint and a national high
school record of 1:57.2 for 880 yards.

Note: the Michigan Interscholastic, in Ann Arbor on May 10, marked the first time that Michigan preps had
used starting blocks. Grand Rapids Press: “The fact that all of the sprints were started from the new starting
blocks bothered the boys no little. Most of them hadn’t seen them before.”
