MSD, a prime contender for
regional honors in Class D, piled
up 66 points to 40% for Grand
Blanc, one of the County’s better
Class B units. St. Michael, com-
peting in its first season, scored
only % point in the field evenis
and finished third with 28%.

DeNorish placed first in the
pole vault at 9 feet 6 inches, won
the broad jump with a leap of
18 feet % inch and added the
high jump with a leap of 5 feet
4 inches.

Grand Blane added another
first with Stan Delisle's 5:17.4
mile and St. Michael won the 220-
yard dash with Jagk Karl in :25.8.

All other events were copped
by the home team Tartars, paced
by Don Boone, first in the shot
put and the 100-yard dash, and
Walt Dawe who took both hur-
dles events. Carl Groth won the
440 and Don Reed took the 880.
Both MSD relay teams also won.
