bachelor,

He became a track coach by appointment, not®
by request. He accepted the job willingly
and made a success of it. This suggests; .

How well he has done is reflected in his
record at Birmingham alone since he.cahelg
in 1952. Ambrose steered Seaholm to 29
straight track wins and 28 in cross
country, 7 straight Eastern Michiga C e
League track and harrier titles, sgv§;ag,
regional titles, and he has guided the
Maples regularly to high finishes in
invitational and state meets.
