Also it is dif­

ficult to ignore the high level of attainment which is poss­

ible for minority groups when equal facilities and leadership

are available and the principles of democracy are operative.

The Negro has received token integration into the American

society through the media of sports, education and entertain­

ment. Through these outlets he has been able to develop a

more positive self image. Therefore it is imperative that he
continue to participate in those areas open to him along with

organized, purposeful asserted efforts to penetrate other ave­
nues which are not equally available."

Pat Harper, Compton Track Club Hurdler: "My opini~n of ~his
whole situation is absolutely negative toward the~r act~ons.
I feel that these athletes are only hurting themselves. They

have worked all this time for nothing. I don't see how this

will prove a single point. No one but those that participate

will receive all the glory and praise in running in this great
nation-wide event. I am sure they worked hard and looked for­

ward to the day when they could participate. Why goof up now?

I feel strongly that if I am able to participate I will not

pass up the opportunity. My friends also believe strongly and
in favor of the Olympics."

Archie Owens, Sportswriter: "I have mixed emotions about the
possibility of the boycott! As one who loves track and field,

I would not like to see less than the best team go to the Ol­

ympics, and the best team must of necessity include black ath­

letes. However, as a black American, I can certainly under­

stand the feelings of these "\"orld Class" athletes as they

strive to be more than a "tool of propoganda" for this count­

ry. From personal experience, I can tell the world it is a

miserable experience to be asked by foreigners, "Why do you

put up with the racist conditions in the US?" I have been

asked this many times.

I am not or have I ever been a "World Classer", but I have

been black all my life; so I am surely "in the corner of those

young men who are willing to make a sacrifice which may have

irreparable consequences for them the rest of their lives". I

don't know if the boycott will serve any purpose or not, but

at least the world will know that there are some people who

are sick and tired of the "dualism" that is the American way

of life. If I thought my participation would have any effect,

then I would certainly take as active part as I could. If

only the United States would awaken to the fact that a man is

a man regardless of his skin - but alas, I doubt that it ever
will!

In the December 4~ issue of Newsweek, Avery Brundage re­

portedly stated that "Any pullout would be a mistake, because

there are enough white athletes to grab the gold medals for

the US anyway". Well, if Brundage really believes that state­
ment, he is a bigger fool than I had always thought him to be!
I think he had better go back and take another look at the re­

cord book! Or was he talking about Greco-Roman wrestling? I
hope the boycott comes to an end before it begins, but that's
up to the US".
