Northern
State King
In Track

EAST LANSING — It was a
perfect day for track and field
on sunbaked Ralph Young
field here Saturday as North-
ern High became the first De-
troit Public League school to
win a state Class A title in 40
years.

Seven records were broken
and an eighth tied. Northern's
Marshall Dill shattered two
marks — both the 100 and 220.
His clocking of 20.6 in the 220~

yard dash equaled the national |

high school standard for the
event run on a turn.

His mark of 9.6 in the con-
tury broke the previous state
record of 9.8 which was held
by seven former champions
and was first set in 1925. |

Following Northern in_the |
team scoring were East
Lansing 32, Grand Rapids
Catholic 20, Flint Central 18/,
Pontiac Central 18, Farming-
ton 17, Portage Northern
16'5, Dearborn 16, and Mac-
kenzie 1414.

Ron Gatheright, John Ross,
Dave Baker, Stan Vinson and
Dean Ousterhout were others
to set records before 6,000
fans.

IT WAS a great day for all
except Sam Orlando, the
hard-luck  half-miler from |
Brother Rice.

Sam was running in the mid-
dle of the pack in the 880 when
his leg buckled on the north-
east turn and he fell to the cin-
ders with a broken right leg.

“No one hit or interfered
with me,” Sam said as he was
stretched on the ground. “My |
leg simply wasn't strong
enough. It just gave out on
me.”

Northern rolled up 54 points,
the second highest in 15 years,
with some quality perform-
ances.

Dill, who set records in win-
ning both dashes, also an-
chored the record-setting 880-
yard relay team to a 1:27 ef-
fort, one and six-tenths sec-
onds off the national record.
