What had been a Team Michi-
gan victory Saturday actually
turned out to be a loss.

A:computer error by meet scor-
ers allowed Team Ohio to escape
with a boys win in the Midwest
Meet of Champions at Indiana
University track and field stadium
on the JUPUI campus.

“ARer announcing Team Michi-

gan the winner by one point
{137.4 to 136.4). meet officiais no-
ticed the results of the 200-meter
dash~were not recorded. The re-
sults*of the race. In which Ohio
runners Johnathan Burrell and
Damori Reed finished 1-2. gave
the'Buckeyes the win.
" "Ohio. which won the meet for
the'second straight year, (inished
with:154.40 points. Michigan was
second with 141.40, Indiana
wourid up third with 84.80 and
Iiriois fourth with 75.40.

*The scoring mishap nullified an
apparent thrilling comeback for
Michigan. Entering the 1.600-me-
ter relay, Michigan needed to win
the-race in order to finish first in
theteam standings. On the second
exchange. Ohio dropped the ba-
ton!"*which allowed Michigan to
finish first {3:16.95). Ohic was
second (3:18.13).

“Burrell (Cleveland John Mar-
shall}, who also won the 100-me-
ter-dash (10.60) and anchored the
winning 400 relay team (41.50),

was-named the Star of Stars as-

the'"most outstanding runner of
the'meet.

“Ollo and Michigan each record-
ed sIx first place finishes. Ohlo
had-a 1-2 sweep in the 3,200 run
by J.J. White {9:10.80) and Jim
Bournes (9:19.9-!°, while Michigan

placed 1-2 in the 800 run by Bill
Thompson (1:53.76) and Jamwero
Brown (1:54.04) and 1.600 run by
Mark Goodfellow (4:21.50) and
Clint Verran (4:22.53).

Long Jumper Geno Dcvana
(Bloomington Nocth) and shot put-
ter Steve Lee (Lawrence North)
were the only Indlana winners.

The most Interesting race,
though, was the 3.200 relay.
where Michigan edged Ohlo. After
three nearly-even baton ex-
changes. Michigan's Eric Willlams
took the baton. ran a 1:58.54 split
in the rain and held on. They ran
7:46.67.

“t went out nice and comfort-
able and he didn't push me until
the last 200" said Wiliiams. a
Detroit Mumford senior who ran
the anchor leg on the state cham-
pionship relay last week. “I've
been running anchor leg all year
so | knew what it was going to
take (o win. | knew ] had too much
leg speed and kick at the end.”

In the girls race, Passien Rich-
ardson won the 100, 200 and an-
chored the winnrlng 400 relay.
leading Ohilo to It. second strafght
MMOC champlonship with 185
points.

Michigan finished second with
118, llinois was third with 67 and
Indiana fourth with 55.

Richardson, a senior at Berea
High School. was named the girls
Star of the Stars. She posted times
of 11.80 and 24.83 respectively.

“They weren't my best times.
but | ran pretty good today.” said
Richardson, who will be attending
the University of Kentucky In the
fall. "1 slipped In the 100, but |
ran a decent time. | think the
team came ready to run today.”
